Skill ITIB2 Identify formulas for measuring geometric figures

IDENTIFY FORMULAS FOR MEASURING GEOMETRIC FIGURES

In this section, each problem asks for the correct formula for calculating specific measures of a
figure that is a composite of two or three simpler figures. The formulas for each composite
figure can be derived from the standard formulas for calculating perimeters or areas of the
simpler figures.

To solve these problems, use the following steps:

Step 1. Read the problem and study the diagram given to determine which two- or three-
dimensional figures are used in its composition.

Step 2. Write the formulas necessary to find the required measure of the individual figures.

Step 3. Use the diagram to find the values for the variables in the formula. Use geometric
properties to find any missing values. Substitute these values into the correct formula.

Step 4. Find the sum and/or difference of the areas or volumes.

1. The figure below shows a regular hexagon. Determine the formula for computing the total
area of the hexagon.
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
